Another threat has appeared during April 2017.

The Government has slashed 50% - 65% of their support grants to

schools. This allegedly means the following:

e 50% less money to use for the learners ; only NS 250 per child
per year available.

e Schools must pay their own water and electricity.

e No cleaning materials for the school

e One (1) textbook for every four (4) learners (1:4 ratio)

e Many smaller areas will be influenced financially.

The school board will have consultative meetings with the parents to
try to limit the academic and financial threats to the learners in the
future.

0.S.S will be able to cope financially until July 2017, if we limit
certain extra-mural expenses in the USE budget for 2016/2017.

In advance, thank you for your support and cooperation in this
regard. A general parent meeting will be held in this regard during
the second term.
